Helical starts construction programme at Europa Centralna, Gliwice.

Helical has started its construction programme at Europa Centralna, the regional shopping centre being developed close to Gliwice, on the A1/A4 motorway interchange. The scheme is scheduled to open in autumn 2012.
SPEC-BRUK Sp. z o. o. , a specialist groundworks contractor  from southern Poland established in 2000, has been contracted to carry out the first phase of development on site before the main contract.
 SPEC-BRUK ‘s project experience includes Auchan , Gliwice; Bonarka City Center , Kraków; Carrefour , Rybnik and Leroy Merlin , Mikołów.
The main contractor for the project will be selected in August 2011. 
Europa Centralna will be Helical Poland’s largest project so far, combining a shopping centre and retail park. Phase 1 will provide 67,000 m² net shopping. The high profile of the scheme, its unique location at the largest motorway interchange in Central Europe and exceptional catchment population together with elegant, double height mall design, introduces a completely  new concept to Poland. It is a new generation, regional shopping centre.

The scheme is being commercialised by Helical Poland’s leasing team working in conjunction with Jones Lang La Salle and Colliers International.
