The construction program is approximately 13 months with the opening of the scheme scheduled for Autumn 2012. The General Contractor for Europa Centralna has been awarded to  Polimex-Mostostal. The cost of the overall investment is in excess of 150 mln Euros.

Europa Centralna will be Helical Poland’s largest project so far and one of the largest schemes in Central Europe. Phase 1 will provide 67,000 m² net shopping area. The high profile of the scheme, its unique location at the largest motorway interchange in Central Europe - the A1/A4 junction near Gliwice, and exceptional catchment exceeding 3.6 million people within an hour’s drive together has been eagerly anticipated in the area for some time. The innovative design and combination of high quality shopping mall and category killer style Retail Park introduces a completely new concept to Poland. It is the next generation Regional Shopping Centre. 
The scheme is almost 70% pre-let and key tenants include brands such as: Castorama, Tesco Extra, Jula, Media Expert, RTVEuroAGD, Smyk, H&M, Reserved, KappAhl, Cubus, Lindex, Empik, CCC, Kakadu and Super-Pharm.
The scheme is being commercialized by Helical Poland’s leasing team working in conjunction with Jones Lang LaSalle.
