Their range includes both clothing and equipment for sports such as: skiing, snowboarding, climbing, camping, cycling and hiking. In the winter season Ski Team focuses on skiing and snowboarding equipment together with clothes, footwear and accessories for those sports. In the summer season it offers great quality cycling, hiking and camping equipment.
 Ski Team is the  market leader in  Premium products retailing stocking  recognisable and renowned brands, such as Rossignol, Dynastar,  Elan, Cube, Bianchi, Gary Fisher, Trek, Kona and Merida, Castelli, Sidi and Specialized, Spyder, Ice Peak and Ferrino. 
In this Ski Team store, customers will also be able to  take advantage of modern service points where enthusiastic and well trained staff will offer  ski boot fitting, ski and snowboard repairing and servicing.  In summer the servicing switches to bike fitting and repairs carried out by a dedicated team of cycling enthusiasts.   
The construction program of Europa Centralna is approximately 13 months with the opening of the scheme scheduled for Autumn 2012. The General Contractor for Europa Centralna is Polimex-Mostostal. The cost of the overall investment is in excess of 150 mln Euros.

Europa Centralna is Helical Poland’s largest project so far, combining a shopping centre and retail park. Construction programme on the scheme commenced in July 2011. 

Phase 1 will provide 67,000 m² net shopping. The unique location of the scheme – at the A1/A4 junction near Gliwice - the largest motorway interchange in Central Europe, and exceptional catchment exceeding 4.9 million people within an hour’s drive together with the elegant, double height mall design, introduces a completely new concept to Poland. It is the new generation, regional shopping centre that the Polish customer has been waiting for.

The scheme is 70% let and includes tenants such as: Castorama, Tesco Extra, Jula, Media Expert, RTVEuroAGD, Smyk, Reserved, Solar, Promod, H&M, KappAhl, Cubus, Lindex, Empik, CCC, Kakadu, Douglas and Super-Pharm.

The scheme is being commercialized by Helical Poland’s leasing team working in conjunction with Jones Lang LaSalle.
